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The Association Rally

The Bombay Synod of
2001 and the mid-term Synod of
2006 both have given much
importance  to  the  various
associations existing in parishes. In
fact in order to accentuate more the lay-
involvement and participation in the parochial
church, parishes are encouraged to start several
associations to address to various aspects of
parish community needs and created several
ministries to assist the parish clergy in their
pastoral activities. This has given rise to the
creation of many cells and ministries in our
parish numbering almost forty eight of them.
The parish is vibrant with their activities.
However the need for a united display of all
these associations from time to time can not be
overstressed.

Hence it was decided to hold a rally of
all the associations, cells and ministries to
highlight their unique charisma and display
their field of apostolate in parish life. The kind
of celebration planned for the Rally Day has
been the outcome of the hard work of the
council of associations and all the heads of the
associations, cells and ministries.

The spirit of the associations is based on
the words of Jesus, “Where two or three gather
together in my name, there I am in their midst.”
Jesus’ assurance of His presence is made real
and permanent in the formation and
continuation of an association. The same is true
with the cells and even the ministries. Lay
associations, cells and ministries recognized
and approved by the Church are of vital
importance to the life of the Church. Jesus’
presence is further consolidated by the
commitments made by the members armed
with the rules of their respective association to
grow spiritually and share the peculiar
apostolate in the church. The prayer life
envisaged in the rules and a certain dedicated
time to a particular service in the local church’s
apostolate are means not only for one’s own
sanctity but also a visible sign of Jesus’
presence in our world. The Son of God not only
prayed to His Father or revealed the mystery of
God’s forgiving love, but also served the
people with sincere love. He commanded His
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disciples, “You call me master. Yet I LA

washed your feet. You must do likewise to
one another. I came not to be served, but to
serve.” Associations, cells and ministries offer
the people of God ample opportunities to play
the role of Jesus and His disciples in their
neighbourhood.

Every catholic committed to his/her
faith must realize the importance of belonging
to some organization in the parish community.
As St. Paul in 1 Cor. 12: 1-11, says, “..the
manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one
for the profit of all; for to one is given the word
of wisdom through the Spirit, to another the
word of knowledge...to another faith...to
another gifts of healings....to another working
miracles...all through the same Spirit.”
Through the census and information otherwise
available, how true it is that all of us are gifted
by the Spirit in some area of our parish
community life, which can be channeled
through an association, cell or a ministry.
Human existence is to give greater glory to
God. God will be certainly pleased and
glorified if we put to His service our talents,
abilities and time.
