"All Christ's faithful are obliged by divine law,aeh in his
own way, to do penance. However, so that all majolmed
together in a certain common practice of penanegs f ||
penance are prescribed. On these days, the faiinéuin a
special manner to devote themselves to prayerngage in ")
works of piety and charity and to deny themselves
fulfilling their obligations more faithfully and sgially by
observing fast and abstinence" (Can. 1249).

The days of Common Practice of Penance are
Wednesday, Good Friday and every other Fridayerytar.
Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fasting.

The new Code of Canon Law has left it to the Episto
Conference to determine, in place of abstinendegrdiorms
of penance, specially works of charity and exescisipiety. I|
In virtue of this, the CBCI at its meeting at Nagpn
February 1984, had decreed that the obligatiorebsfinence ||
can be fulfilled by choosing certain other formspoayer or
penance or works of charity, besides the traditiare of
abstinence from meat.

In the Archdiocese of Bombay the faithful may oleethe
days of common practice of penance by choosing frgm
anyone of the following

1. Making the Way of the Cross or a Visit to thee®&ed
Sacrament or a Meditation on the Lord's Passion.

2. Prayerfully reading the Scriptures or Praying Ititurgy of I|
the Hours.

3. Preparing for the Liturgical Service (Ash Wedias and ||
Good Friday) by reflecting on the readings as ailiam

4. Giving 10 % of one's daily wage in charity onyslaf

5. Donating Blood

6. Offering voluntary service to a Social/Charitab
Institution through the parish CCO/SCCs. I|
7. Offering a meal to a poor family of anotherHait

8. Abstaining from meat preparations if meat ist pdrone's
regular diet. (Meat soup is allowed; so too anifatd may be I|
used by way of condiment).

9. Missing anyone meal: breakfast, lunch or supper. ||
10. Taking strictly vegetarian meals, without evish and
eggs.

11. Abstaining from alcohol and/or smoking, for shkowho ||
use these.

12. Avoiding all beverages like tea or coffee, west drinks,
between meals. I|
13. Avoiding films, television and other forms afcreation
on the days of common penance.
