SHORT TERM COURSES 
 As part of our community service, 
these short term courses are conducted to 
offer facilities to those desiring to improve 
their vocational skills and thus supplement 
their income or enhance the quality of life. 
Fee concessions, scholarships and even 
sponsorships are offered to deserving poor 
candidates.  The proposed course-timings 
are suggested on the basis of availability of 
trained instructors and time-suitability of 
trainees. Admissions are open to people of 
all faiths, regardless of caste and creed. 
 
 However, it has been noticed that in 
spite of wide publicity, the figures of 
registration for different courses so far seem 
to  indicate  some kind of inhibition deterring 
trainees from seeking admission to the 
courses offered. Hence the date for starting 
the courses has been postponed to 13th 
February, 2006. 
 
 We propose to make adjustment in 
course timings to suit both the trainees as 
well as the instructors. Your suggestions are 
invited. If the earlier timing 7.00 p.m. to 9.00 
p.m. is more suitable for trainees to attend 
the courses, it could be reconsidered. We 
propose to conduct the courses in 
Beautician, Bakery, Indian/Oriental 
Cooking, Electrician, Plumbing from 7.00 
p.m. to 9.00 p.m. and computer courses from 
3.30 p.m. to 9.30 p.m.[each batch for one 
and half hour on alternate days]  
 
 As for the course fees published 
earlier, it may be noted that the total fee 
stated against each of the courses is 
inclusive of a refundable deposit of Rs. 500/-  
 
 It is our strong desire that no one goes 
hungry for lack of  skill to earn his/her living.
